Installing the Electrical Connections:
Grommet holes for connecting the electrical circuits are located at the top and bottom right of the Wall Box.
Connect the 24-vac Input from the controller via the top grommet hole on the upper right top of the enclosure.
Connect the external device being controlled to the relay via the bottom grommet hole on the lower right of the enclosure

Wiring the Unit
Important!
Verify that the electrical supply is disconnected prior to connecting wiring to the Unit.
To wire the Controller:
1. Remove the junction box cover.
2. Connect the 24-vac Input from the controller via the top grommet hole on the upper right top of the enclosure.
3. Minimum recommended wire size is 18 AWG.
4. Connect the external device being controlled to the relay.
5. Use appropriate sized wiring for the device being controlled
6. Replace the junction box cover before activating or testing the unit.

CAUTION: DO NOT route wiring from this device to the Utility Controller within conduit containing 120-vac line or 24
vac output control wiring.
